GROUP FLIGHT FAQs

To help with your planning we've put together a
list of FAQ's, however if you can't find what you
looking for get in touch!

How many people consist of a group booking?
Generally a group booking is a minimum of 10 adults
but can vary with some airlines. Adult fares are ages
12 years and up. Group accommodation can require a
minimum of 10 rooms.

How long does it take to receive my group
quote?

It can take up to three business days to prepare your
group quote as we obtain tailored fare levels from our
suppliers.

When does your group need to pay a deposit?
Generally a group deposit is due within 14 days of
booking confirmation and can vary from $100-
$300 per person depending on departure date and
destination.

When does your group need to pay in full?

In most instances, full payment and final names are
required 60 days prior to departure. Airline time
limits will be confirmed at time of booking.

What are the payment options?

Group payments need to be paid as one lump sum
rather than per individual passenger. Quotes are
based on electronic direct deposit payment. No
handling fee will be charged for payments made

by debit card and electronic payments, however
payments made by credit card will incur a non-cash
administration fee.

Can some of the group travel at different times?
Group deviations may be permitted, subject to the
airline, minimum numbers and availability. Please
advise us at time of enquiry.

What happens if your group needs to change
dates?

Date changes are permitted but would be subject
to availability of group space. Please note, fees may
apply for date changes.
